The main attraction is named Norman, an incorrigible, adorable womanizer who embarks on a lascivious romp involving the whole family, and then some. The Norman Conquests begin August 6th and run in rep through September 5 at The Ashby Stage. There will even be opportunities to see all three plays on the same date. 
In January, 2010 Shotgun presented a staged reading of Alan Ayckbourn's hilarious trilogy in our annual Champagne Series to overwhelming audience response. With an unexpected four week gap at the Ashby Stage this summer, Shotgun saw an opportunity too exciting to pass up. It is incredibly rare that all three plays are produced in rep, and it’s an amazing chance to see them all in rapid succession. While not part of the regular 2010 subscription season, preferred seating will be saved for subscribers. 

Alan Ayckbourn is an English playwright well loved for his satirical and audacious explorations of British family turmoil. Throughout these plays the comedy and absurdity builds, making the experience of seeing all three a pure joy. When actors walk offstage, they are walking into another play in the trilogy, with Ayckbourn creating a bold new definition for theater “in the round”. Over the course of the trilogy, a weekend at an English family home unfolds, each play exposing the celebrations and transgressions which occur in a different room of the house. Three Drama Desk Awards and a Tony in 2009 mark The Norman Conquests as a must see. 

The cast of The Norman Conquests features Zehra Berkman, Sarah Mitchell, Mick Mize, Kendra Lee Oberhauser, Josiah Polhemus, and Richard Reinholdt.
